Premis:
The 2022 Electoral Commission has been established to review the existing Dail Constituency Boundaries and to increase the number of TD’s to comply with Article 16.2.2 of the Constitution. 
Scope:
To present, outline and justify Boundary Change proposals for the North Dublin and Cork County Dail Constituencies  and to ensure that such proposals meet the parameters of the Constituency Boundary Commission. 

Base Line Assumptions for Proposals:
Census 2022 Population: 5,123,536
Current Population per TD: 32,022 based on 160no. TD’s.
Proposed Number of TD’s for this Submission:  178no. 
Proposed Population per TD based on 178no. TD’s: 28,784.
The proposed number of TD’s at 178 no. represents an increase of 18no. over the current allocation. 
The increase of 18no. allows a greater degree of flexibility to the Commission in terms of balancing the constituency population.

· Increase the number of Dail Seats from 21no.  to 23no.
· Retain Dublin Fingal as a 5 seat constituency by transferring 5 Electoral Divisions to a new Dublin North East Constituency
· Abolish the existing Dublin Bay North Constituency to create 2no. 3 seat constituencies, Dublin North East and Dublin North Central
· Retain Dublin North West as a 3 seat constituency by transferring Electoral Divisions from Dublin Bay North and to Dublin West.
· Increase Dublin West to  a 5 seat constituency by transferring Electoral Divisions from the western and northern parts of Dublin North West and the Dubber Electoral Division from Dublin Fingal.
· Retain Dublin Central as a 4 seat constituency with minor Electoral Division amendments.

Details:

· The transfer of Blanchardstown-Abbotstown (part containing Dunsink, Dunsogley), The Ward (part containing Cappagh) and the Dubber (including Lanesborough and Meakestown) LEA’s from Dublin North West to Dublin West.
· The transfer of Dubber, Kinsaley, Balgriffen, Portmarnock North, Portmarnock South  Electoral Divisions from Dublin Fingal to retain Dublin Fingal as a 5 Seater.
· The abolishment of Dublin Bay North to create two new 3 seat  constituencies:  Dublin North East  and Dublin North Central. 
· The retention of Dublin North West as a 3 Seater gaining Kilmore A ED and Botanic A ED and losing part of Dubber ED south of the M50, and parts of Blanchardstown-Abbotstown and The Ward ED’s to Dublin West.
· The retention of Dublin Central as a 4 seater losing Botanic A  ED to Dublin North West.

· No change in seat allocation to Cork South West, Cork North West and Cork North Central.
 Details:
· Retain Cork North Central as a 4 seat constituency, transferring 3no. ED’s to Cork East.
· Retain Cork South West as a 3 seat constituency by transferring 10no. ED’s from the Kinsale Area to Cork South Central and bringing in 17no. ED’s from Cork North West to balance the population.
· Retain Cork North West as a 3 seat constituency by transferring 17no. ED’s to Cork South West.
