The 2022 Census returned 246,977 for County Kildare, which equates to a
proportionate allocation of between 8.3 and 8.7 seats.

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Considerations

a) A four-and-four-seat combination for Kildare North and Kildare South within

a 172-seat Dail would return close to the status quo by discounting the
Laois-Offaly areas previously added to Kildare South. Given the projected
development growth plans for key towns of Naas and Maynooth within
Kildare North of the Eastern and Midland Regional Assembly area,
significant Dail constituency changes would be anticipated at the

subsequent review.

b) A five-and-three-seat combination for Kildare North and Kildare South,

while warranted in Kildare North, it could be viewed as limiting the diversity

of representation in Kildare South, given the rapid growth of Newbridge.

While a 178-seat or 180-seat Dail would provide for consistency of the
constituencies over the medium term, a five-and-four-seat combination for
Kildare North and Kildare South would require additional population from
either Laois-Offaly or the West Wicklow Blessington area contiguous with
the Naas LEA. The boundary between Kildare North and Kildare South
should regard the consolidation of the districts around the larger towns and
the national services provided to West Wicklow by the key town of Naas.
This model would also offer parity of a five-seat representation in the

remaining area of County Wicklow.

The review of the Dail constituencies is welcome and I thank you for considering

the points in this submission.
