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Options for the constituencies in the Cork Region
This paper has been prepared for the information and consideration of the Electoral Commission, in advance of the further consideration of options in due course, when submissions have been received. This paper focuses on 2 options for the allocation of 2 additional seats in a 174 member Dáil. An indication is also provided as to the variances in each constituency that would result from a different total Dáil membership. 
The options in this paper involve the constituencies in the Cork Region which includes the entire County of Cork and City of Cork. 
1. Current position
The area of Cork forms five constituencies for the election of 18 members of the Dáil. The area, with a population of 581,231 is covered by the constituencies of Cork East (4), Cork North-Central (4), Cork North-West (3), Cork South-Central (4) and Cork South-West (3). The area as a whole would be due 19.74 seats in a 174 member Dáil .
Table 1 below presents the current position, and shows the populations, seats, and variance figures for each of the constituencies.

It can be seen in Table 1, that the variance figures for the constituencies are mostly above an acceptable range, with the exception of Cork South-West which presents a more reasonable variance. This is a reflection of the population of 581,231 which earns 19.74 seats for the region in a 174 member Dáil along with the fact that there are only 18 seats currently. 
2. SUMMARY OF OPTIONS IN THIS PAPER

Since the Cork region currently has 18 seats, but has a population which would earn it 19.74 seats in a 174 member Dáil, this paper presents options which involve the addition of two seats to the constituencies in the region. 

Two options are presented for consideration.  

It can be seen in Table 1, that the five constituencies of Cork East, Cork North-Central, Cork South-Central, Cork North-West and Cork South-West which have 4, 4, 4, 3 and 3 seats, respectively, are where seats can be added. 
Accordingly, there are ten possibilities for the addition of two seats across five constituencies:  

One to Cork East and one to Cork North-Central; 

One to Cork East and one to Cork South-Central; 

One to Cork East and one to Cork North-West; 

One to Cork East and one to Cork South-West; 

One to Cork North-Central and one to Cork South-Central; 

One to Cork North-Central and one to Cork North-West;

One to Cork North-Central and one to Cork South-West;

One to Cork South-Central and one to Cork North-West; 

One to Cork South-Central and one to Cork South-West

One to Cork North-West and one to Cork South-West; 

The following approach was taken in developing the options presented. Option 1 proposes to split the Cork South-Central constituency making the original constituency a 3 seat and create a new 3 seat, constituency named Carrigline. This new constituency takes the remaining Cork South-Central seat and the additional 2 seats to the region. 
Option 2 proposes to give a seat to the constituency of Cork North-Central and then one to Cork South-Central. The addition of two seats to the area of the constituencies of Cork North-West or Cork South-West were considered to be less optimal. 
The area of the Cork North-West and Cork South-West constituencies has low population density and covers an unusually large geographical area for the number of seats it contains. The addition of a seat here would further exacerbate this situation.

Option 1 – Summary 

It is proposed to add the 2 seats to the new 3 seat, Carrigline constituency by splitting the Cork South-Central constituency. 

The transfers involved would be as follows: 

· The ED of Ballincollig in the Cork North-West constituency is transferred to the Cork South-Central constituency. (Pop. 20,538) – see Table 1A of the Appendix.
· 12 EDS from the Bishopstown area of the Cork North-Central constituency to Cork South-Central constituency. (Pop. 21,517) – see Table 1B of the Appendix.
· 8 EDs from the Cork South-West constituency are transferred to the new Carrigline constituency. (Pop. 6,127) – see Table 1C of the Appendix.

· 12 EDs from the Cork South-Central constituency are transferred to the New Carrigline constituency. (Pop. 79,965) – see Table 1D of the Appendix.

· 1 ED of Knockraha from the Cork East constituency is transferred to the Cork North-Central constituency. (Pop. 1,772) – see Table 1E of the Appendix
· 4 EDs from the Cork East constituency is transferred to the Cork North-West constituency. (Pop. 15,152) – see table 1F of the Appendix

The areas transferred are shown on map EC 6.5 – Cork Region – Map 1 – Option 1.jpg and the new overall configuration of the constituencies is shown on EC 6.5 – Cork Region – Map 2 – Option 1.

Option 2 – Summary 

It is proposed to add a seat to the Cork North-Central constituency, and a seat to the Cork South-Central constituency.  

The transfers involved would be as follows: 

· 17 EDS from the Cork North-West constituency are transferred to the Cork South-West constituency. (Pop. 8,992) – see Table 1G of Appendix.
· 13 EDs from Cork South-West constituency are transferred to the Cork South-Central constituency. (Pop. 16,868) – see Table 1H of the Appendix.
· The ED of Ballincollig in the Cork North-West constituency is transferred to the Cork North-Central constituency. (Pop. 20,538) – see Table 1I of the Appendix.
· 7 EDs from the Cork North-Central constituency are transferred to the Cork East constituency. (Pop. 4,841) – see Table 1J of the Appendix.
· 7 EDs from the Cork East constituency are transferred to the Cork North-West constituency. (Pop. 18,473) – see Table 1K of the Appendix.
The areas transferred are shown on map EC 6.5 – Cork Region – Map 3 – Option 2.jpg and the new overall configuration of the constituencies is shown on EC 6.5 – Cork Region – Map 4 – Option 2.

3. DETAILED ANALYSES 
Cork
Historical perspective
In terms of constituency formation Cork has always been self-contained with the exception of the movement of Youghal and part of the Beara peninsula for two brief periods.  There has for some time been a dilemma because of the urban development in the county area surrounding the city. The local authority boundaries do not present obvious solutions.  The matter of using the river Lee as a boundary has also been the subject of consideration over the years. 
In 1923 the County of Cork, including the county borough, was divided into 4 constituencies.  In 1935 the Youghal area was added to Waterford and the remainder of Cork was divided into 4 constituencies.  In 1947 the Youghal area was returned to Cork and Cork was divided into 5 constituencies.  In 1961 this was changed to 4 constituencies.  In 1969 the city was divided into two 3-seat constituencies and there were considerable boundary adjustments between the 3 county constituencies with part of the Beara peninsula going to South Kerry. In 1974 Cork City reverted to a 5 seater with surplus population going to a 5 seat Mid-Cork constituency and a 4 seat North East Cork constituency. The 3 seat South West Cork constituency remained largely the same as in 1969 but more of Beara transferred to South Kerry. 
The 1980 Commission recommended that Cork be dealt with within the county boundary with the city divided between two 5 seat constituencies, Cork North Central and Cork South Central (embracing the City and its satellite towns), with the River Lee being used as the boundary for part of the way.  The Commission noted the necessity to depart from the river Lee as a boundary within the city because of the preponderance of population in the southern part of the city. In 1983 no change was recommended. In 1990 more population (the Bishopstown area) transferred across the Lee from Cork South Central to Cork North Central. In 1995 no change was recommended. 
In 1998 the Commission noted that the constituency structure was open to criticism as substantial rural areas were in city constituencies and the Lee boundary was not adhered to. However, that Commission decided against a complete revision of constituencies because the variances could be remedied by minor boundary adjustments, also noting that fundamental revision could become necessary in the future.  In 2004 there were some population transfers between the county constituencies and a number of EDs were transferred from Cork North Central to Cork South Central providing for the North Channel of the River Lee to form the boundary between these constituencies. In 2007 the Commission decided against breaching the river Lee as a boundary and so extended the boundary of the North Central Constituency northwards and westwards.  
As explained in section 5.1 of the Constituency Commission Report 2012 the last Commission gave consideration to making significant changes to the Cork constituencies including reducing the number of constituencies from five to four, as was suggested in a number of submissions to that Commission.  The Commission decided to recommend maintaining the existing constituency formation with some small adjustments to improve variances. 
There were no recommended changes in the 2016 report.
Submissions 

A small number of submissions have been received to date in relation to the Cork constituencies.  

One in particular from Cllr. Gearoid Murphy proposes adding two seats across the region, so it would go from the 18 currently to 20.  He proposes allocating these seats to Cork North Central and Cork South Central to form two 5-seat constituencies.  Cork East would lose a seat to become a 3-seater, while Cork South West would increase in size to take in the town of Macroom and gain a seat to become a 4-seat constituency.  Cork North West would be moved eastwards, to take in the entire northern part of the county, including Mitchelstown, but it would remain as a 3-seat constituency.  Cllr. Murphy’s proposals would require significant change from the current configuration, and would also mean that the areas of Ballincolllig and Bishopstown would remain in Cork North Central.  

The Association of Irish Local Government indicate generally a desire to follow county boundaries.  

One submission requests maximisation of the number of 5-seat constituencies, and the other two submissions covering Cork include requests for consideration of 6, 7, 8 and 9 seat constituencies.  This is outside the terms of reference of the Commission.  

Further submissions are to be expected in the coming days, and will be considered in due course.  
Analysis

Between 2016 and 2022 the population of county Cork increased by 39,035 (7.20%) to 581,231.  The entire county has an average population per TD of 32,291 and a variance of +9.66%. Currently the region holds 18 seats. With the population increase, keeping in line with the constitutional terms of reference the entire county would earn 19.74 seats.  
The existing constituencies of Cork East, Cork North-Central, Cork South-Central and Cork North-West with variances of +11.16%, +11.51%, 10.98% and +8.69% respectively, present variances well outside an acceptable range. The Cork South-West constituency has a variance of +4.41%, which is more acceptable.

It may be noted that the two lowest variances are in the constituencies of the largest area. These areas of low population density in comparison to the other three constituencies indicate it might be more optimal to give any additional seats to the more densely populated constituencies.
Options 
Option 1 proposes the split of the current Cork South-Central constituency with the addition of 2 seats to a new constituency, named Carrigaline. 
The approach for this option was to create a geographical boundary between the Cork South-Central and Cork North-Central constituencies, based along the River Lee. There are currently 12 electoral districts, in the Bishopstown area, south of the River Lee located in the Cork North-Central constituency with a population of 21,517. The electoral district of Ballincollig, population of 20,538, currently situated in the Cork North-West constituency is also south of the River Lee. This combined transfer of 42,055 to the Cork South-Central constituency makes up close to one and a half seats. With this transfer and keeping the Cork South-Central constituency at a 4 seat or making it a 5 seat constituency was considered to be less optimal as it would create a split of the EDs in the Carrigaline area. To combat splitting this area, it is proposed to create a new 3 seat Carrigaline constituency.
The Cork South-Central constituency would include 31 electoral districts, population 50,390 from the southern part of Cork City. These EDs follow the geographical boundary along the South Ring Road, excluding the Mahon B ED which mostly encompasses the Mahon Golf Course. This 3 seat constituency has a variance of +4.65%.

The new 3 seat, Carrigaline constituency contains a portion of 79,965 from the current Cork South-Central constituency. Further transfer from the Cork South-West constituency is needed to bring this variance to a more acceptable range.  Eight EDs with a population of 6,127 from Cork South-West give the Carrigaline constituency a variance of -2.54%. This also helps reduce the Cork South-West variance from +4.41% to -2.53%.
Further transfers need to occur throughout the remaining constituencies to bring variances to a more acceptable range.  After the Bishopstown transfer from the Cork North-Central constituency, the variance becomes -6.45%. Transferring the single ED of Knockraha, population of 1,772, from Cork East, helps bring the Cork North-Central variance up to -4.95%. 
A final transfer of population from Cork East to Cork North-West is needed to bring the variances of each constituency to a more reasonable range. The transfer of 4 EDs in the Mallow area, population 15,152, from Cork East to Cork North-West gives each constituency a variance of -3.21% and +2.59% respectively. The variances before this transfer were +9.66 for Cork east and -14.56% for Cork North-West.
The recommendation set out in Option 2 is for the addition of one seat to the constituency of Cork North-Central and one seat to the constituency of Cork South-Central. 
Before the addition of one seat to the Cork North-Central constituency the variance drops to -10.79%. An additional 15,000+ of population would be required to fix this variance. The ED of Ballincollig which is proportionally in the Cork City Local Authority but currently in the Cork North-West constituency has a population of 20,538. This ED transfer would give Cork North-Central a variance of +3.16%, an already acceptable variance and now gives room to transfer population from Cork North-Central to other constituencies.
The addition of a seat to the Cork South-Central presents a similar change in variance of -11.22%. A transfer of 13 EDs from Cork South-West of 16,868 gives the Cork South-Central constituency a variance of +0.24%.
With this loss in population to Cork South-West, a further transfer from Cork North-West is required. The transfer of 17 EDs with a population of 8,992 give the Cork South-West constituency an acceptable variance of -4.51%.
The Cork North-West constituency now requires a large addition of population to give the constituency an acceptable variance. The Cork East constituency with a current high variance of +11.16%, allows for the transfer of a large portion of population to Cork North-West. 7 EDs with a population of 18,473 transferred between these constituencies give Cork North-West an acceptable variance of -3.83%. The variance of Cork East becomes -4.52%. 

Now the extra portion of population in the Cork North-Central constituency can be transferred to Cork East to lower the range of variances in both constituencies. The Cork East constituency gains a variance of +0.41% and the Cork North-Central constituency gains a variance of -0.13%, almost perfect variances.
4.  ANALYSIS OF OPTIONS WITH RESPECT TO TERMS OF REFERENCE

The region as a whole has a population increase of 7.20%. The largest variances arose in the Cork East, Cork North-Central and Cork South Central constituencies. Therefore the additional seats are proposed in these areas.

	All of the constituencies are changed in this proposal. 
A total of 145,071 of population are transferred.  However, this includes the 79,965 of population from Cork South-Central who are transferred into the new constituency of Carrigaline. 

From the perspective of continuity, it might be considered that a return to something very close to a previous configuration is effectively neutral, so if the cohort of 79,965 are discounted in the calculation, then the continuity figure changes from 75.04% which is low, up to 88.80% which is reasonable, and represents 8 out of 9 of the population not being transferred.

5. Effect of total Dáil membership on variances
The Options set out in this paper are developed in the context of a 174 membership Dáil. However, the variance figures will be different if the final total Dáil membership figure is other than 174. The variance figure will be lower if the membership total is lower and vice versa if higher.
This effect is set out in detail in the tables 6 and 7 below.

It can be seen in Table 6, which refers to Option 1, that a minimum total Dáil membership of 172, presents a limit on what may be considered an acceptable variance for the Cork North-Central. Corresponding to this, there is a limit on a higher Dáil membership of 177, of what may be considered an acceptable variance for the Cork South-Central.
It can be seen in Table 7 that a minimum total Dáil membership of 171, presents a limit on what may be considered an acceptable variance for the Cork North-West and Cork South-West constituency. Although there is this limit on a smaller total Dáil membership, Option 2 shows a much more flexible variance figure for a higher total Dáil membership, up to 180 in this case.
